The Parent Infant Community is designed to support parents in the important role as your child's first teacher. The role of the parent in this class is to observe, support, and encourage the natural development of your child. 
The class is facilitated by an experienced Montessori trained teacher and serves as a guide and model for parents and infants as they explore the environment, offering practical examples of how to follow through with learning experiences at home. 
This class will also deepen your understanding of Montessori philosophy and its application in the home setting.
